Summer Enrichment Camp 2010 

Summer is a time of fun and relaxation for children and it is important to provide an atmosphere that allows 
learning yet emphasizes “fun and recreation”.  It is the desire of the staff of The Salvation Army Boys and Girls 
Club of Greensboro to provide the greatest summer possible for your son or daughter.  To ensure a smooth 
running program, we have guidelines that must be followed and are outlined in this packet. 
 
Club Hours/Late Fees 
Summer camp will begin June 14, 2010 and will end August 20, 2010. Our hours of operation are 8:00am -5:30 
pm Monday through Friday.  (7:30am – 5:30pm at  Central Unit and The Club) 
 
Late Fees 
Late fees will be charged at the rate of $5.00 every 5 minutes beginning at 5:35pm with $5.00 added every 
interval thereafter.  Late fees must be paid in full before your child is able to return to the club.   
 
Summer Camp Fees/Registration 
Registration for new club members is $20.00. For section 8 recipients and GHA residents there is no weekly 
fee; for non GHA residents the fee is $15.00 per week per child at our outreach sites and $45 per week per 
child at our Central Unit.  Payments must be made a week prior to the week your child attends.  Some field trips 
will require extra fees. All fees must be paid by the deadline posted NO EXCEPTIONS.  Registration is on a 
first come first come basis. The boys and girls must be 6-18 years old.  Birth Certificates must accompany all 
new applications; children are not members until we have received all of the necessary documents.   We 
reserve the right to deny any 6 year old that is viewed as having difficulty functioning in a large group setting. 
 
Refunds 
We do not offer any refunds for memberships or field trips. Once a payment has been made it cannot be 
refunded.  If your child is not able to go on a field trip the money paid will go toward another trip.   
 
Discipline 
Our normal procedures for discipline are (1) verbal warning (2) removal from an activity (3) parent phone call (4) 
suspension.  We have a no tolerance policy for fighting, cursing, disrespect, destruction of property, stealing 
warrants an automatic suspension of 3 days minimum.   If we continue to have a problem with your child’s 
behavior their membership will be revoked WITHOUT REFUND. If you have any questions please feel free to 
contact the Unit Director or Area Coordinator.

Telephone Calls 
No child will be allowed to accept telephone calls during the day.  Only in emergency situations will messages 
me given to the members.  Emergency messages must be given to a member of the staff.   
 
Emergency messages do not include: Who is picking me up?  Does my child have lunch or field trip money?  
Your child must know how they are getting home and should have all money they need before they are dropped 
off.    
 
Clothing 
All members will participate in outdoor activities therefore they must wear comfortable clothing.  These clothes 
must be able to get dirty. All members must have on sneakers or shoes with a back.  No backless shoes, two 
piece bathing suits or excessively short clothing will be allowed in the club during summer camp.   
 
Field Trips 
Special events and field trips will be posted on the door and at the parent center.  You are responsible for getting 
all information pertaining to trips and special events.  A general calendar of the summer’s events will be 
available at the beginning of the summer.  Some of the trips will require extra fees which need to be paid 2 days 
before the trip. 
 
Equipment/Games  
Recreational equipment and games are for your child’s enjoyment and must be taken care of.  The replacement 
of any lost or broken equipment will be the responsibility of the member or of the parent/guardian of that member 
that lost or damaged the item.   
 
Snack Store & Pre-paid Snack Cards 
We will be providing snacks for members to purchase.  If your child wants to purchase snack they can purchase 
a Pre-paid Snack Card or they may bring money for snack. Are not responsible for lost or stolen snack cards or 
snack money.
